Habitat is bidding farewell to Fir Street and hello to South Pacific Hwy.           

  

 September will be the month of the monumental move for the ReStore and office staff 

as they move to the former Naumes building at 2233 South Pacific Hwy. 
  

 As part of the location change, Habitat has also change their vision of what a ReStore 

should be.  Employees have a renewed focus on customer service.  Customers will find a 

more organized facility, more volunteers to assist with shopping and a larger selection of 

merchandise.  Donors will find there to be a donation intake department; focused solely on 

making the donation process easier for donors. 
  

 Habitat will begin their move to the Naumes building on September 1, 2011.  In 

anticipation of the move, all merchandise in the ReStore is marked at least 50% off   until 

sold.  Habitat will remain accepting donations before, during and after the move.  
  

The Rogue Valley Habitat for Humanityôs ReStore opened itôs doors in 2003 as a 

reseller of new and used donated building supplies.  Today, they have grown to sell donated 

household furnishings and appliances as well as building supplies.  ReStore volunteers are 

always handy, the donation truck is busy continually picking up          donations, and the store 

funds nearly 100% of the affiliateôs administrative costs.  
 

 Rogue Valley Habitat for Humanity is a Christian based, volunteer, non-profit 

housing ministry making homeownership possible by drawing together people of all faiths 

and backgrounds to build affordable homes in partnership with those in need.
