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Helping Appraisers value green homes

Home builders across the state are using green building practices to be successful. Building this way can
require home builders or consumers to take on greater upfront costs to receive long term savings over
the life of the home. There is significant value in building homes that will require less resources to
operate and maintain but deciding on what that value is and having the financial industry recognize it
can be difficult. If you are building a home and you decide to use spray foam insulation, or another
innovative practice or product, there is a good chance your investment will not be reflected in the
appraisal. Conventional appraisals typically do not differentiate between insulation products. Spray
foam insulation is a superior product that costs significantly more to install then fiberglass batts but
many appraisers value them the same. Earth Advantage Institute has created an appraisal addendum tp
help builders highlight what measures they have taken to go above and beyond code. The tool is
designed for the builder and realtor to fill out and give to the appraiser at the time of the appraisal.
OHBA hopes that by many builders providing appraisers with more information about their homes we
can educate appraisers and move the market.
