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News from the State

JON CHANDLER

The legislative session started officially on January
10™; the new governor was sworn in, as well as all
the newly elected or reelected state legislators. The
actual hearings and voting part of the legislative
session actually won't start until the first of
February, in order to comply with the deadlines set
out in the recently passed annual session initiative,
but there will still be activity all during January
getting ready for the upcoming fun.

This column is being written on January 8", so
there's a bunch of things | don’t know yet but will be
old news by the time you read this: the House
(which is tied 30-30) hasn’t formed its committees
yet, so we don’t know who will be in charge of what
once they actually get going. The Governor- elect
(who'll be the Governor in a couple days) hasn't
released his budget yet, so we don't know how big
the fiscal hole is or how creative he's willing to be in
order to address it. We also don't know whether the
Governor will accept the resignations of 25 or so
agency directors, so we're not entirely sure who
we're dealing with when it comes to state
regulations and rules.

Here's what we do know, though:

Some estimates say it's almost $4 billion, others
say that’s an artificial and deliberately scary number
and the real deficit is only $1.5 billion. That's still an
awful lot of billions, and the legislature will face
some very hard choices dealing with it.

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isn't any magic bullet that the 2011 legislature
can shoot; we will have many years of hard work
and hard decisions ahead of us.

There is an opportunity hidden in the crisis. The
only good thing about tough economic times is
that it provides a chance for changes that would
be politically difficult if not impossible when we
have money in the bank. Agency mergers, for
example, or elimination of entire government
programs, or restructuring of contractual
relationships - all of these and more are on the
table, because fiddling around the margins of
the state budget won't even make up the
smaller deficit number, much less the larger
one.

We are actively involved in the discussions. Your

association is at the table for both the large
statewide issue topics as well as the industry-
specific ones. As was discussed in an earlier
column, we are working with a broad coalition of
business organizations to make sure that the
needs of Oregon businesses and job creators
are represented clearly. We are also helping
write legislation that will be introduced on issues
such as industrial land supply and permitting
reforms, and we are part of a small group that
will be meeting with the Governor and legislative
leadership on the state budget, helping them
think through the options available.

Notwithstanding the budgetary trauma that lies
ahead, or maybe because of it, this upcoming
session gives Oregon the opportunity to do
things differently and start growing our
economy.

We'll keep you posted as things unfold and will
communicating via Twitter and Facebook once
we get rolling. And as always, if you have

CODE CHANGES YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT
2008 ORSC Amendments:
Effective April 1, 2011
Radon- The RMSB adopted a Radon proposal that
allows for an additional mitigation path instead

of the Radon stack. Counties this is required
in: Baker, Clackamas, Hood River, Multnomah,
Polk, Washington, and Yambill.

CO- The RMSB adopted a Carbon Monoxide provi-
sion that will require one CO alarm per resi-
dence or multiple if you have multiple stories
with bedrooms or separated sleeping spaces
on a single story. This is required regardless of
CO source.

Also remember homes closing after April 1, 2011

need to comply with the Fire Services rule on

Carbon Monoxide alarms.

2011 ORSC Key Changes:
Effective July 1, 2011:

Radon- See 2008 ORSC Amendments

CO- See 2008 ORSC Amendments

Fire Suppression- RMSB upheld the committee's
recommendation to not require mandatory
sprinklers. A proposed Appendix, allowing lo-
cal adoption was not adopted over the SDC
issues, this Appendix maybe revisited following
the session.

Energy Code- The RMSB adopted the 2011 En-
ergy Code provisions. As the Senate Bill re-
quired, the changes will reasonably achieve
10%.

Shear- In the new code this section was com-
pletely redesigned. If you design your struc-
tures prescriptively you will want to plan on re-
viewing this section.

High Performance Windows for Less

The United States Department of Energy (DOE)
has created a volume purchase program for highly
insulating windows (R5) and Low- E Storm
Windows. This program provides builders with the
opportunity to buy energy efficient windows at a
more reasonable price. DOE has qualified 40
window manufacturers to provide these advanced
windows and low-e storm windows to home build-
ers. In order to take advantage of these reduced
costs, builders need to buy a minimum of 15-20
windows at a time.

Windows with an R-value of 5 (U-factor ~ 0.2) are
currently the top tier of energy-efficient windows
for cold and mixed climates. To reach that level of
performance, typically requires three panes of
glass with a Krypton gas filling, and a highly
efficient frame and spacers. Increasing the R-
value from 3 to 5 reduces average heat loss
through windows by over 30% and improves
occupant comfort.

There are also Energy Trust of Oregon incentives
available for installing energy efficient windows in
existing homes. For gas or electric heated homes
within Energy Trust of Oregon territory you may
receive $3.50 per square foot of the installed
window. Windows must be installed together with
a second energy-saving improvement within 90
days of each other to receive the incentive,

you are interested in, then fill out and submit an
Optional Open Bid Request Form. You will receive
bids from the window manufacturers and you can
determine based on their prices who you would
like to buy from or if you want to buy anything at
all.

In Oregon, the majority of incentives to increase
the energy efficiency of homes come from utilities.
Which utility conservation program you can apply
for is determined by how you heat your home. For
instance, if you heat your home with electricity
from Pacific Power then you qualify for Energy
Trust of Oregon incentive programs. Many of Ore-
gon's homes, however, are heated with oil, pro-
pane, kerosene, butane, or wood and don't qualify
for any of these programs. For these homes, the
Oregon Department of Energy has a State Home
Oil Weatherization (SHOW) Program.

Homeowners can do their own energy audit and
determine what energy conservation measures
they would like to invest in and get a rebate for.
Some of the options that qualify are, adding insu-
lation, weather-stripping and caulking, getting your
home tested with a blower door and air sealing,
installing a programmable thermostat, replacing
windows and exterior doors, re-
